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Australia has a Protestant King James Bible foundation.

And he
later wrote, “When | think of the inhospitable parts | am going to, | think the Voyage dangerous, |
however enter upon it with great cheerfulness, providence has been very kind to me on many
occasions, and | trust in the continuation of the divine protection.” (Robson, J., 2004, Cook
Encyclopaedia, Random House Australia, pages 188, 189.)

When the colony of New South Wales was founded in 1788, an official volume of the Bible was
brought by the First Fleet. On that very same fleet, the chaplain, Richard Johnson, brought a
hundred copies of the Bible and four hundred New Testaments as supplied by the Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel. Those Bibles were King James Bibles.
