TABLE OF SIGNS USED IN THIS BOOK. 
 
In this book, the words of which the pronunciation is marked are divided into syllables by short 
hyphens (-). The syllable on which most stress is to be laid in reading is marked (´). In compound 
names two accents are often introduced. The longer hyphen (–) indicates the division into parts of 
compound names so far as it is noted in the Authorized Version.
